The United Nations and European Union increasingly impose sanctions and asset-freezing measures on individuals, either because of alleged terrorist activities or because they are associated with certain third country regimes (such as Burma, Zimbabwe, Iran, Tunisia and Egypt).  These measures have come under the scrutiny of the Courts in the EU and UK (notably in the Kadi cases), particularly as regards due process rights.  The role of the Ombudsperson to the UN Security Council plays an important part of the sanctions regime and the debate in the Courts.  This seminar will outline the important issues at stake in these cases and focus on the role of the United Nations Ombudsperson.
